Once the interview has been typed-up and saved as a file, any identifying information will be removed and the typed-up file stored on a password protected computer that only the research team will have access to. Your comments will not be linked directly to you.
Are there any risks or discomforts if I am involved?

As we are not asking about your practice we anticipate few risks from your involvement in this study however if required support is available through the employee assistance program at your workplace.

Participation is voluntary. You may answer ‘no comment’ or refuse to answer any questions and you are free to withdraw from the interview at any time without effect or consequences.
