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Standard AT Procedure Audit Tool

This audit tool should be used in conjunction with the Protocol for Procedures requiring Standard AT. Five procedures per clinical area should be observed quarterly and compliance against each of the steps totalled.  

Instructions: 

Observe five (5) procedures requiring Standard AT. If the key step is attended mark box with(, if the key step is not attended mark box with(. After five procedures have been observed total the score for each key step and calculate the compliance. Submit the completed audit tool to Infection Control for compliance to be reported and actioned.
