Standard 3     Preventing and Controlling Healthcare Associated Infections

Strategies for the prevention and control of healthcare associated infection are developed and implemented.  Infection agents transmitted during provision of healthcare come primarily from human sources, including patients, healthcare workers and visitors.  Hand hygiene is the most important of the infection prevention and control strategies.  Alcohol based hand rub (ABHR) is provided throughout the hospital facility for a convenient method of hand hygiene available to visitors, staff and patients.  Signage in public areas of the facility promotes the availability of ABHR for visitor use.
